The Scheme of Examinations and Pass Criteria for Intermediate
(+2) Examination Conducted by the Council, Shall be as laid
down from time to time.

Intermediate 1 year (Class Xl) examination shall be conducted
internally by the Inter colleges and Plus Two Schools themselves.

The Council will conduct the final examination at the end of
Intermediate Il. year (Class XII)

Intermediate |l year examination will be based on the syllabi as
prescribed by the Council for intermediate Il year (Class XII) from
time to time.

Number of papers, duration of examination and marks for each
subject/papers will be as specified in the curriculum for the year.

The examination would be conducted in theory as well as in
practicals, depending upon the nature of the subject (s) and the
marks allotted shall be as prescribed in the curriculum.

Marks shall be awarded for individual subjects and the aggregate
marks shall be the sum total of the marks obtained in the subjects
offered by the candidate.

The qualifying marks in each subject of final examination shall be 33% at
the intermediate (+2) Examination. However in a subject involving practical
work, a candidate must obtain 33% marks in the theory and 33% marks
in the practical separately in addition to 33% marks in aggregate, in order
to qualify in the subject.

Eligibility for compartmental Examination in Intermediate (+2

subjects,

(i) A candidate placed in compartmental may appear at the
compartmental examination to be held in July/August of that
year. The candidate will be declared "Pass" provided he/she
qualifies in the compartmental subject(s) in which he/she had
failed.

(i) A candidate who does not appear or fails in the subjects of
compartmental examination shall be treated to have failed. in
the examination and shall be required to reappear in the all the
subjects at the subsequent annual examination of the council
as per syllabi and courses laid down for the examination concerned
in order to pass the Examination. The candidates shall have the
option to reappear at the practical examination in the subjects
involving practical or retain their previous marks in one more annual
examination.

irrespective of the fact that he/she already cleared the theory
examination.

(v) Acandidate who is palced in compartment and fails to pass the
Secondary School Examination (Class X) at the Compartmental
Examination held in July/August of that year shall NOT be
admitted to the intermediate 1st year class.

Retention of practical marks in respect of failure candidates
for the Intermediate Examination.

A candidate who has failed in the examination in the first attempt
shall be required to reappear in all the subjects at the subsequent
annual examination of the Council but shall have the option to appear
for the practical examination in subjects involving practical or retain
the previous year practical marks.

Additional Subject (s)

A candidate who has passed the Intermediate Examination of the
Council may offer an additional subject as a private candidate provided
the additional subject is provided in the scheme of studies and is
offered within five years of passing the examination of the Council.
Exemption from time limit may be granted by the Chairman in deserving
cases. Facility to appear in additional subject will be available
at the annual examination only.

Improvement of Performance:
Intermediate Examination :

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COMPUSORY SUBJECTS

(ENGLISH (CORE))

Background

Students are expected to have acquired a reasonable degree of
language proficiency in English by the time they come to class XI, and
the course will aim, essentially, at promoting the higher-order language
skills.

For alarge number of students, the higher secondary stage will be a
preparation for the university, where a fairly high degree of proficiency in
English may be required. But for another large group, the higher secondary
stage may be a preparation for entry into the world of work. The Core
Course should cater to both groups by promoting the language skills
required for academic study as well as the language skills required for the
workplace.

Objectives
The general objectives at this stage are:

. to listen to and comprehend live as well as recorded oral
presentations on a variety of topics,

. to develop greater confidence and proficiency in the use of
language skills necessary for social and academic purposes.

. to participate in group discussions/interviews, making short oral
presentations on given topics.

. to perceive the overall meaning and organisation of the text
(i.e., the relationships of the different "chunks" in the text to
each other).

. to identify the central/main point and supporting details, etc.

. to build communicative competence in various registers of
English.

. to promote advanced language skills with an aim to develop the
skills of reasoning, drawing inferences, etc. through meaningful
activities.

. to translate texts from mother tongue (s) into english and vice
versa. )

. to develop ability and knowledge required in order to engage in
independent~reflection and enquiry.

. to develop the capacity to appreciate literary use of English
and also use English creatively and imaginatively.

At the end of this stage learners will be able to do the following:
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. read and comprehend extended texts(prescribed and non-
prescribed) in the following genres: fiction, science fiction, drama,
poetry, biography, autobiography, travel and sports literature, etc.

. text-based writing (i.e., writing in response to questions or tasks
based on prescribed or unseen texts)

. understand and respond to lectures, speeches, etc.

. write expository/argumentative essays of 250-500 words,
explaining or developing a topic, arguing a case, etc.
. write formal/informal letters and applications for different
_ purposes.

. write items related to the workplace (minutes, memoranda,
notices, summaries reports; filling up of forms, preparing CVs,
"~ e-mail messages, etc.).

. taking/making notes from reference materials, recorded talks etc.
Language Items

The Core Course should draw upon the language items suggested
for classes IX-X and delve deeper into their usage and functions. Particular
attention may, however, be given to the following areas of grammar:

. the uses of different tense forms for different kinds of narration
{e.g. media commentaries, reports, programmes, etc.,

. the use of passive forms in scientific and innovative writings

. converting one kind of sentence/clause into a different kind of
structure as well as other items to exemplify stylistic variations
in different discourses

. modal auxiliaries - uses based on semantic considerations.

The study of formal (descriptive) grammar, at a very elementary level,
will be introduced in Class Xl, The Workbook for the Core Course will
contain suitable exercises on grammar as well as basic phonology. A
conscious knowledge of some grammatical rules and sound patterns may
be useful and interesting at this stage.

Methods and Techniques

The techniques used for teaching should promote habits of self-
learning and reduce dependence on the teacher. In general, we
recommend a multi-skill, learner-centred, activity based approach, of
which there can be many variations, The core classroom activity is likely
to be that of silent reading of prescribed/selected texts for comprehension,
which can lead to other forms of language learning activities such as role
play, dramatization, group discussion, writing, etc, although many such
activities could be carried out without the preliminary use of textual
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material. It is important that students be trained to read independently
and intelligently, interacting actively with texts, with the use of reference
materials (dictionaries, thesauruses, etc.) where necessary. Some pre-
reading activity will generally be required, and the course books should
suggest suitable activities, leaving teachers free to devise other activities
when desired, So also, the reading of texts should be followed by post
reading activities. Itis important to remember that every text can generate
different readings. Students should be encouraged to interpret texts in
different ways.

Group and pair activities can be resorted to when desired, but many
useful language activities can be carried out individually.

In general, teachers should encourage students to interact actively
with texts and with each other. Oral activity (group discussion, etc.) should
be encouraged.

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(ACCOUNTANCY)

RATIONALE

The course in Accountancy is introduced at +2 stage of Senior
Secondary education, as formal commerce education is provided after
first ten years of schooling. With the fast changing economic scenario
and business environment in a state of continuous flux, elementary
business education along with accountancy as the language of business
and as a source of financial informaion has carved out a place for itself at
the Senior Secondary stage. Its syllabus content should give students a
firm foundation in basic accounting principles and methodology and also
acquaint them with the changes taking place in the presentation and
analysis of accounting information, keeping in view the development of
accounting standards and use of computers.

Against this background, the course puts emphasis on developing
basic understanding about the nature and purpose of the accounting
information and its use in the conduct of business operations. This would
help to develop among students logical reasoning, careful analysis and
considered judgement.

Accounting as an information system aids in providing financial
information. The emphasis at Class Xl is placed on basic concepts and
process of accounting leading to the preparation of accounts for a sole
proprietorship firm. Computerised accounting is becoming more and more
popular with increasing awareness about use of computers in business.
Keeping this in view, the students are exposed compulsorily to the basic
knowledge about computers and its use in accounting in the same year.

In class XIlI, Accounting for Not for Profit Organisations and
Partnership Firms are to be taught as a compulsory part. Students will

- also be given an opportunity to understand further about Computerized

Accounting system, as an optional course to Analysis of Financial
Statements.

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OPTIONAL SUBJECT

(EcoNoMmICS)

RATIONALE

Economics is one of the social sciences, which has great influence
on every human being. As economic life and the economy go through
changes, the need to ground education in children's own experience
becomes essential. While doing so, it is imperative to provide them
opportunities to acquire analytical skills to observe and understand the
economic realities.

At senior secondary stage, the learners are in a position to understand
abstract ideas, exercise the power of thinking and to develop their own
perception. Itis at this stage, the learners are exposed to the rigour of the
discipline of economics in a systematic way.

The economics courses are introduced in such a way that in the initial
stage, the learners are introduced to the economic realities that the nation
is facing today along with some basic statistical tools to understand these
broader economic realities. In the later stage, the learners are introduced
to economics as a theory of abstraction.

The economics courses also contain many projects and activities.
These will provide opportunities for the learers to explore various economic
issues both from their day-to-day life and also from issues, which are
broader and invisible in nature. The academic skills that they learn in
these courses would help to develop the projects and activities. The syllabus
is also expected to provide opportunities to use information and
communication technologies to facilitate their learning process.

1. Understanding of some basic economic concepts and
development of economic reasoning which the learners can apply
in their day-to-day life as citizens, workers and consumers.
